An American CD Case

With the advent of writable CDs, an origami CD case can be very handy. Below is a version with some nice properties: it's
made from 8 1/2 x 11in. paper, it has a pocket which holds the CD securely, it opens and closes easily, and my girlfriend likes it.
The instructions below make a case whose outside cover is unmarred by creases, for easy writing of track listings.

(1) Fold the top to the bottom,

(2) Then pinch the top side

in fifths. (Use the Fujimoto
approximation technique or

You
can make a crease at the top,
to use asthe “spine”’ for
when you store the case on a
CD rack or shelf.

Notethe
detail in the X- -ray vision,
which illustrates the groovy
landmark for step (5).
